The District’s annual general operating budget is $3.97 billion. If that seems like a large number
coonsider this: we spend less than half of what other school districts close in size and demographics
spend. Our $3.97 billion budget broken out per student, per day helps put spending on expenditures

like employees and supplies into perspective.

CCSD spends less per student than any other top-five largest school districts in the country.
CCSD ranks 64th in the per-pupil expenditures out of the top 100 largest school districts in the country.
Our mission is to invest our scarce resources into positions and programs that benefit students.
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One concern that is often brought up about CCSD’s budget is that there are too many administrators.
CCSD actually ranks 12th out of 17 counties in the number of students per administrators in Nevada. Caring
adults on our campuses, in our bus yards, kitchens and playgrounds serve a valuable purpose to ensure
students are receiving the best education possible and that our campuses are followiong safety
procedures. The list below shows exactly how CCSD compares to other districts in Nevada.
